Behavior Plan
Philosophy:

I believe that all the children have a right to learn and no student, through inappropriate behavior, should impede the teaching or learning.

Rules:
1. Be a good listener and follow directions.

· Be quiet and stay on task.  Follow directions the first time given.

2. Use kind words and actions.

· Be respectful to everyone.  No shrugging, eye rolling, attitude, talking back, or foot stomping.

3. Self Control

· Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.

4. Move appropriately inside and outside of the classroom.

· Hands to self, face forward, listen to adult, stay quiet.

Procedure:

A behavior chart will be send home each day with each child.  Please initial it each night and return it to school the next day.  The students will color each day an appropriate color as to how their day went.

Blue- excellent day
Green- Good day
Yellow- needs to improve day
Red- 
Consequences:

All students start the week on blue.  If a student chooses to break a rule:

· The student is warned that a rule has been broken.

· On the second offense the students color is changed to green.

· On the third offense the students color is changed to yellow and they take a break away from the group.

· On the forth offense the students color is moved to red and the student will fill out a reflection form which will be sent home.

· Notes and phone calls will be made as warranted.

Severe Disruption:  Assistance from the administration will be requested.

Rewards:

· Verbal praises are used to encourage appropriate behavior.

· Stickers are used as rewards as individual behavior.

· Whenever the class is caught “doing the right thing”  a handful of bears will be thrown into a jar and when full, a popcorn reading or some form of reward will be a treat.

· Every child who stays on blue or green three of the five day week,  will participate in some kind of reward at the end of the week.
I have read and discuss the above behavior plan with my child.  I will encourage my child to follow the rules for good citizenship at school.
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
