Cereal Box Writing

NEED:  empty cereal box, light colored construction paper, glue, scissors, crayons and a pencil.  Some optional items may be yarn, glitter or any other crafty type items.
HINT: Use light colored construction paper to cover your box, but cut out the correct size for all six sides FIRST.  Then do your work on it, and finally glue it onto the cereal box.

DIRECTIONS:
1. Choose a fairytale, folktale or a fable.


2. Front:  Be sure to include the title, author, and illustrator.  Draw a picture of your favorite character and write their name.  Be sure it stands out!  
Also include a sentence to describe the main character.  

· You may use yarn, google eyes, glitter or anything to make the front stand out!  3-D covers are really neat and fun to do! 


3. Back:  Draw a scene from the book and write the beginning, middle and end of the story.  (I don’t need ALL of the juicy details!  Just the main idea of the story!)
